The Countries List permits to convert the Country Code into the Country name.

2)
Unit Cost $.000 : It means the Unit Cost of equipment in US$ or otherwise noted in the Observation Column in another currency. The amount is in $.000.

3)
« + » at end of line = go to the next line.

4)
« 0 or blank line » in column « Quantities in Service » = Equipment is in service but numbers unknown or the equipment is no more in service.

5)
Date in column « Year » = Date of  contract, or date logged.

6)
« 00 Future Plan «  = Future Requirement or Purchase of Equipments.

7) 
« 0 All ****** Merged «  =  Quantities for all types of Equipment merged.

8)
The number which figure in the column “Quantities in Service ” is the quantities which are in Service when you receive the Data Base. They could have discrepancy between the total that you can obtain in adding the figures that are in the column “Quantities Ordered ” because all the contracts are not known or some equipment have disappeared with time.

9)
When you have PRIVATE-ARMY/AF/NAVY/USMC/CG(COAST GUARD) its means that the equipment has been developed by the company but is not used by the ARMY/AF/USMC/NAVY & CG.

All the references and sub-categories of equipments are under the Catalogs listing.

All the designations of the equipment are the one the most used in their country or by their manufacturers and by choice we use the most common.
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
